Students with special needs are requested to notify the Special Services for Students with Disabilities Counselor regarding assistance and/or special accommodations. Students with disabilities, impairments, or other health conditions are required to provide documentation from medical physician(s) and/or referral agency; i.e., Texas Rehabilitation Commission, Texas Commission for the Blind, etc.

Special Services for Students with Disabilities:
1. Student Guidelines for Special Services – describes the services for students with disabilities, lists campus resources, and identifies local community referral agencies.
1. Pre-enrollment advising, class scheduling, and priority registration. (Students must notify their Counselors/Advisors regarding Special Services about special needs or accommodations.)
1. Special Orientation – familiarizes students with the Galveston College campus and provides information of the support services available to meet student needs.
1. Student Equipment – are available to students with disabilities who provide appropriate documentation.
1. Sign Interpreters – assistance in locating speech interpreters to translate information to the hearing impaired (in cooperation with the Texas Rehabilitation Commission).
1. Tutors – tutoring services are provided at no cost by the College’s Student Success Center.
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
